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Township Board Members Have Slots on May
Ballot

In the local elections that will take place on May 14,
items on the ballot include three at-large positions on
The Woodland Township Board. Chairman Bruce
Tough, running for re-election, stated, “It's the second
election for the Township where we’ve had individual
candidate positions.” Important issues facing the board
include a law enforcement study, park improvement
projects, and the budget process.

Board member Peggy Hausman, also running for
re-election, said, “I want to encourage people to get
involved—review the budget, learn about the
candidates and get out and vote.” Hausman is being
challenged by James H. Stilwell, a last-minute entrant
to the race.

Nelda L. Blair is the third board member on the May
ballot; she is a proponent of renovating the Grogan’s
Mill Road pedestrian bridge as a way to improve
business.

Potential Voting Rights Violations in Westwood

Several Westwood residents claim they were denied
the right to vote on a measure that imposed a 2-cent
sales tax increase in the Westwood Magnolia Parkway
Improvement District (WMPID).

In a vote separate from the November 2 general
election, residents living inside the WMPID were to
have been eligible to cast ballots, including portions of
Precincts 30, 74, 76 and 81.

In 2005, the WMPID issued a flyer stating: “The District
WILL NOT levy either a sales tax or a property tax...
unless the District calls an election on such taxes and
the residents of the District vote in favor of such a tax.”

Local Spotlight: Township Board Candidate
Debate

A debate was conducted by the Texas Tea Party
Patriots PAC between The Woodlands Township
Board member Peggy Hausman and her opponent in
the upcoming May election, James Stilwell.

Hausman has been involved in the community
serving on various boards since 1981, including 13
years on the WCA Board. Stilwell is a 16-year
resident and attorney who has served the community
in many capacities, including eight years on the board
of the Alden Bridge Village Association.

Stilwell explained that he chose to challenge
Hausman for the Position 6 seat because his views
contrast more with Hausman’s than they do with the
other two members seeking re-election, Bruce Tough
and Nelda Blair.

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The Woodlands Residents Double Paid

In a memo, The Woodland Township acknowledged
that residents double paid as a consequence of
forming the Township in 2009. In changing from
community associations to the Township, payments
due in January 2009 were for 2009 community
assessments in advance, and payments due in
January 2010 were the new 2009 tax paid for in
arrears.

Residents selling their homes must give buyers a
prorated credit for the new tax. If residents purchased
homes prior to 2010, residents gave sellers a prorated
credit for the assessment. Considering the average
home value in The Woodlands, the average cost to
residents at the current tax rate will be about $1,000.

The Township denies any benefit from the 2009 double
payment, and the Board claims it was unaware that
this would occur prior to enacting the new structure.
Residents must question why their elected officials
failed to notify them of this cost prior to asking them to
approve forming the Township.

However complaints have arisen that not only were the
WMPID boundaries gerrymandered prior to the election
to exclude the vast majority of eligible voters, but that
people were not told they were ineligible to vote until
they showed up to cast ballots.

One resident was informed that he was ineligible to vote
because he did not have a business in the district and
neither he nor his spouse were on the WMPID board of
directors. If this is the case, then it violates voting rights
through taxation without representation.

The WMPID was created by the Texas legislature to
provide services and improvements to the local public
welfare.

Passage of the sales tax increases costs to consumers
who purchase taxable items in the shopping centers in
the area of FM 1488 and FM 2978. This includes most
Westwood residents.

Texcom Injection Well Challenged

The effort to stop Texcom from injecting chemicals such
as paint thinner and antifreeze into a well at Creighton
Road and FM 3083 continues.

Appeals for a injection permit rehearing have been filed
with the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality
(TCEQ). State Senators Tommy Williams and Robert
Nichols, and State Representative Brandon Creighton
oppose the injection well.

The Environmental Protection Agency has also
submitted a letter to the TCEQ stating that the Texcom
application “is technically insufficient to show that
injection will not endanger underground sources of
drinking water...”

Opponents of the Texcom permit argue that injecting
chemicals could contaminate the drinking water for tens
of thousands of Montgomery County residents.

Are We Better Off?

Health Care Compact Before the Texas Legislature

Leo Linbeck, Il recently discussed the Health Care
Compact at a Texas Tea Party Patriots PAC meeting.
Noting that most Americans oppose the Patient
Protection and Affordable Care Act (i.e., Obamacare),
Linbeck stated the Health Care Compact would return
control of health care to the states.

A compact is not a radical notion; authority for
compacts is established in Article I, Section 10 of the
U.S. Constitution and over 200 such agreements have
been developed. When approved by Congress, these
compacts have the force of law. With the Health Care
Compact, each member state would control federal
funds collected from the state to design its own health
care program.

The question over whether residents double-paid
assessments was raised (see story on page 2). Both
candidates agreed that the title companies were
responsible for the double payment, while Hausman
added that the Board should continue investigating the
matter.

Regarding the water cruisers on The Woodlands
Waterway, Hausman said she opposed the project
because it was “not a good business decision.” Stilwell
maintained that government should not be involved in
such a project.

The candidates were asked about the proposal for the
Board to renovate the Grogan's Mill Road pedestrian
bridge. Hausman stated the Board must first determine
who owns the bridge, and if the Township owns the
bridge, the cost of renovation must be determined
before any action should be taken. Stilwell stated that
the Township should not spend money on the bridge if
the Township does not own it, but the Township could
encourage the owner to make upgrades.

Stilwell questioned Hausman’s opposition to funding
recreational facilities in 2010. Hausman countered that
she routinely opposes fiscally irresponsible projects.

Regarding the quality of life, Stilwell emphasized the
importance of community amenities such as parks.
Hausman emphasized security and the importance of
being able to enjoy such amenities in safety.

While Stilwell has indicated he would provide more
solidarity on the Board by aligning with members such
as Tough and Blair, Hausman has prided herself on
being a “lone wolf” regarding her voting record, thus
offering residents a diversity of opinions on the Board.

Watching Washington

The issue of spending cuts continues to dominate
Washington as Congress has passed two stopgap
measures this year to keep the federal government
operating. The latest measure expired on April 8, and a
government shutdown would occur if the Republican-
controlled House and the Democratic-controlled
Senate could not reach a budget agreement.

Senator Charles Schumer of New York was recently
overheard instructing his colleagues to portray
Republicans and Tea Party members as “extremists” in
regards to the debate over spending cuts, though
cutting spending from a multi-trillion dollar federal
deficit can hardly be construed as “extreme.”

House Budget Committee Chairman Paul Ryan of
Wisconsin released the House budget for 2012, which
could trim the increase in federal debt by $4.4 trillion
over the next 10 years. This counters President
Obama’s budget proposal, which the Congressional
Budget Office has estimated would increase the
federal debt by $10.4 trilion over 10 years. Debate
over these contrasting proposals will likely become a
key issue in the 2012 presidential campaign.

President Obama has committed the U.S. military to
aid a rebellion against dictator Moammar Qaddafi in
Libya. Obama did not inform Congress prior to
ordering the mission, even though both Obama and
Vice President Joe Biden criticized former President
George W. Bush’s use of military force in Afghanistan
and Iraq without a congressional declaration of war.
However, unlike Obama, Bush received approval from
Congress to use military force prior to initiating both
actions.

Governments are empowered by the consent of the governed. This includes holding elected officials accountable
for mismanagement and waste. With this in mind, here are some items of which the people must be aware:

Signs Considered on The Woodlands “Water Cruisers”

Despite a recent survey of 118 people showing that 72 percent of those riding the "water cruisers" on The
Woodlands Waterway had ridden only once, The Woodlands Convention and Visitors Bureau continues pushing
for boat renovations. Funding for these renovations was originally supposed to cost taxpayers $150,000 and
would come from a 1-percent hotel occupancy tax. Now more money could be spent by placing signs on the
boats and selling advertising space. The signs could cost taxpayers up to $24,000 per boat to mount. This
measure is being considered for a future meeting.
