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ELECTION RESULTS FOR NOV. 2011

The election results are in and the people have spoken.
The following is a summation of the votes.

Statewide

In all but one case, by a little over a majority, Texans
added 7 of the 10 proposed amendments to the state
constitution. This brings our new total of amendments to
474,

The amendments that passed were: 1 (taxation of
surviving spouses of veterans); 2 (water bond of
$6 billion); 3 (financing student loans); 5 (interlocal
contracts); 6 (using money from permanent school
fund); 9 (pardons and deferred adjudication); and 10
(extension of term for official replacing a candidate
stepping down to run for another office).

The rejected amendments were: 4 (issuing bonds to
underdeveloped areas); 7 (ElI Paso County creating
parks financed by taxes); and 8 (tax appraisals of
open-space land devoted to water stewardship).

Montgomery County

Perhaps with fiscal conservatism in mind, voters sided
with the PAC and rejected the $200 million road bond
with a 53% to 47% margin.

The Woodlands Township

The petition for collective bargaining for the firefighters
was defeated 59 % t o 41% AThe

Montgomery County did slightly better at 6%. It truly

HISTORIC DEBATE IN THE WOODLANDS

A groundbreaking debate took place at The
Woodlands Convention Center on Nov. 5 between
presidential candidates Newt Gingrich and Herman
Cain. Conducted by the Texas Patriots PAC, this
marked the first time that a
grassroots organization
conducted such a high profile
debate. The event was
nationally televised by
C-SPAN and attended by
about 1,000 people.

The debate was patterned
after the historic Abraham
Lincoln -Stephen Douglas debates of 1858, which
featured in-depth discussions about the critical issues of
the day.

The debate topic was entitlements , which was divided
into three segments: Medicare, Social Security, and
Medicaid. Rep. Steve King of lowa and Ben Streusand
of KSEV moderated the debate by framing each
segment with a question and then allowing the
candidates to freely discuss without set time limits.

Gingrich and Cain agreed that the entire entitlement
system must be restructured , and both candidates
presented detailed ideas on how to decrease
government dependence, promote personal
responsibility, and restore fiscal prudence.

Gingrich urged politicians to look to the private
sector for ideas, innovations, and cost-cutting methods.
Cain stressed the need to move from an entitlement
society to an empowerment society

Attendees were generally pleased with this format
because the candidates were allowed to freely discuss
their ideas in detail on matters critical to American
i nterests.
debates, this was a model for how to provide
relevant, in -depth political discourse  regarding the
critical issues facing the country today.

We look forward to another Lincoln-Douglas style
debate some time in the near future.

The Texas Commission on Environmental
Quality has rejected TexCom's attempt to build an
entrance to the well site at F.M. 3083. TexCom is
appealing the ruling.

If the ruling is overturned, TexCom intends to drill four
wells to inject such "non-hazardous" materials as anti-
freeze and paint thinner. These toxic chemicals could
infiltrate Montgomery County drinking water through
nearby abandoned oil wells.

TexCom may inject NORM  (Naturally Occurring
Radioactive Material) into the wells. In Colorado, towns
had to be abandoned because they were built on low
level radioactive mine tailings, which created unsafe
living conditions.
