According to the 2011 Fiscal 
Responsibility Index at     
Empower Texans, Eissler 
scored a ñD+.ò What makes 
that score even worse is that 
Eissler is chairman of the 
House Education Committee, 
having been appointed by his friend and colleague 
Straus.  
 

According to the Texas Eagle 
Forumôs 2011 Scorecard,    
Eissler scored an abysmal 36 
percent.  
 

Overall, Strausôs appointees as 
chairmen scored a failing score 
of 63.3 percent on the Fiscal  
Responsibility Index.           
Chairmanship and leadership 
matter.  Conservative voters 
must  reconsider if this is the 

type of leadership they wish to see in the Texas House.

Obama Proposes More ñStimulusò  
 

President Barack Obama has gone on the campaign 
trail to ask for another $450 billion in federal spending 
to ñcreate jobs.ò Obama claims the cost will be offset by 
spending cuts to be determined by the congressional 
ñsuper committeeò that was created as part of the debt 
limit deal between the Republican House and the   
Democratic Senate.   
 

Obama has also called for another $1.5 trillion     
dollars in tax increases on the ñwealthiest        
Americans.ò This comes despite an already-stagnating 
economy and Obamaôs own statement in 2009: 
ñNormally you donôt raise taxes in a recessionéò  
 

In 2009, Obama pledged that his $800 billion 
ñstimulusò would save states from bankruptcy,    
rebuild infrastructure, and keep unemployment    
under 8  percent.  Today, many states are nearly  
bankrupt, the infrastructure is crumbling, and             
unemployment remains at over 9 percent.  
  
Excessive government spending has clearly failed. 
But Obama seeks to continue down this fiscally         
irresponsible path. Moreover, Obamaôs spending plan 
will only be paid for if the unconstitutional ñsuper      
committeeò approves offsetting spending cuts that     
become law and are not repealed by future Congresses.   
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Are We Better Off? 
 

There was zero job growth in August. The healthcare sector lost 30,000 jobs, even though it is an industry not   
usually bound by market restraints. The job loss is most likely due to fear of impending regulations under   
Obamacare.  
 

In addition, manufacturing and energy sectors are terrified of new regulations from the Environmental Protection 
Agency, private employers are terrified of new regulations from the National Labor Relations Board, and            
consumers are terrified of tax increases when the Bush-era tax cuts expire in 2012.

Collective Bargaining for the      
Firefighters? 
 

Weôve had collective bargaining in The Woodlands 
Township since 1999.   Lt. Doug Adams, president of the 
local firefighters union, stated that the Township has 
been ñfortunateò to have a good relationship with the   
union. Fortunate? Well, fortunes are changing. The     
inflexibility of unions in these economic times has been 
well documented.  
 

State and local governments tightening purse strings in 
response to angry taxpayers find themselves shackled 
time and time again to inflexible contracts. We can 
change this arrangement.   
 

Voters will decide the proposition on collective     
bargaining on November 8. If it passes, The       
Woodlands will be required to have collective            
bargaining.  
 

Opposing the measure is not a vote against the    
firefighters. Words cannot express our gratitude for all 
they have done.  Voting against the proposition will    
permit  residents to directly employ firefighting personnel 
and adjust to uncertain economic times with flexibility.  
 

This is an issue that tugs at the heart strings since it   
involves our firefighters.   However, the deciding factor 
lies in whether or not collective bargaining should be 
trusted.  The choice is up to you.

Another County Road Bond?   
 

The November 8 ballot will include a referendum on 
whether or not to approve a $200 million bond for 
Montgomery County road improvements,              
expansions, and maintenance.  
The county commissioners hope to catch 
voters sleeping and expect the measure 
to pass, but before voting, consider the 
following:   
 

§ Approving the bond would  increase 
the county's long term debt by 40 
percent  

§ The county already owes over $340 million in 
bonds for previous road projects  

§ In addition to the $477 million in long-term debt, 
county taxpayers owe another $272 million in       
interest to pay off previous bonds.  

§ Commissioner Ed Chance is looking to rehabilitate 
and expand Groganôs Mill Rd between Woodlands 
Parkway and Research Forest (16 million) and     
rehabilitate North and South Millbend (7 million).

Constitutional Amendments on the November 8 Ballot  
 

There will be 10 proposed amendments to the Texas state constitution for voters to decide upon in the upcoming 
election. Below is a summary of selected amendments and whether or not they should be approved.   
 

#2ðAllowing the Texas Water Development Board to issue additional bonds up to $6 billion  
This should be OPPOSED because it would capitalize on the water shortage crisis by significantly increasing the 
Boardôs taxing power.    
 

#3ðAllowing Texas to issue bonds to finance student loans  
This should be OPPOSED because national student loan debt currently exceeds credit card debt, potentially    
making student loans the next housing crisis bubble. The legislature should not be given unlimited power to issue 
more bonds that could result in more student loan debt and cause the bubble to burst.  
 

#4ðPermitting counties to issue bonds to develop underdeveloped areas 
This should be OPPOSED because it allows counties to raise property taxes to pay for public works projects at a 
time when taxes should be reduced and current tax revenue should go to more pressing needs.  
 

#5ðAllowing cities or counties to make interlocal contracts with other cities or counties  
There are valid arguments both for and against this proposition, but the deciding factor lies in whether or not      
government should be trusted to consolidate programs and projects efficiently through interlocal contracts without 
provisions on how they will be paid for.   
 

#6ðAllowing the General Land Office to distribute revenue from the permanent school fund to the available 
school fund  
This should be OPPOSED because pulling revenue from the permanent fund weakens the fundôs principle, which 
was meant to be invested for future use. This would liquidate a permanent asset to fund a short-term need, thus 
defeating the purpose of the investment fund.   
 

#8ðProviding tax appraisals of open-space land devoted to water-stewardship  
This should be OPPOSED because most open-space land is owned by farmers, ranchers, and wildlife managers, 
who already receive land assessment breaks and who should already be good stewards of their water supply     
because their livelihood depends upon it. Also, ñwater-stewardshipò is a vague term that could generate unintended 
consequences if enforced improperly.
